The recall was initiated after routine sampling by the New York State Department of Agriculture and Markets Food

The consumption of 10 milligrams of sulfites per serving has been 

reported to elicit severe reactions in some asthmatics. Anaphylactic shock could occur in certain sulfite sensitive 

individuals upon ingesting 10 milligrams or more of sulfites. Analysis of ǘƘŜ IŀǾƛǎǘŀ ōǊŀƴŘ άǿƘƛǘŜ ŦǳƴƎǳǎέ ǊŜǾŜŀƭŜŘ ƛǘ 

contained 124 milligrams per serving. 

No illnesses have been reported to date in connection with this problem.
